This month we take a look at theBuilding Committee, 13 members strong. These HISTORY
folks were engaged in the monumental task of actually gettinthe new building

constructed. (As an aside, | would like toacknowledge Mr. Whitney T. (Spike) Ferguson, who was a
member o the Building Committee.Spike attends Suday worship almost every weekThank you, sir!)

The Building Committee held its fir$ meeting on January 31, 1965They outlined what they considerel
some of t he t“ufrawdr aobfl et hfee adousticsn éeeling iuwatmth, beauty due to
simplicity and others.

Mr. John Cadman, hi mself an architect, guoted a
steering committee, hen a program committee and finally a building committee It seems that he was
suggesting a measured pace going forward.

To that end, the committee decided that a survey should be made of all the groups (boards/committees)

of the church to determine their needs.Drawing in as many people and ideas as possible was stressed.

Specific committee members were assigned to contact each group to ask them to state their needs in
regard to space, storage areasnd equipment.

Two committee members were assigné to compile a list of churches to be visited in order to get ideas
that might be helpful in the rebuilding. Among churches visited were Community Baptist (Manchester),
Trinity Covenant (Manchester), Fist Church of Christ (Newington)and the Smith Colleg&hapel.

At the February 24" meeting a statement was drafted to be read at the big Rebuilding Fund kiakf
dinner which was coming up.It included the following points: 1. There was agreement amongst
committee members that a colonial style church wittsome interior innovations would be built. 2. The
commi ttee members are currently “studying, educa
of all the groups in the ChurchUpon completion of this investigatingstage, the members will be prepare

to make the proper decisions.”

written by individuals. Some have been preserved amongst all threcords about the rebuilding. These
letters are socarefully written and sincere. Almost universally, the writers call for the outside of the
building to be very similar to what was lost (recognized almost immediately by the committee, as seen
above).
