By mid-March, 1965 both the Building Committee and the Building Fund VN
Committee were well established and working tirelessly, making a good start on E
the serious business of getting the church rebuilt. These two groups spearheaded OUR

the effort, but they were very aware that the entire church family needed to be kept CHURCH
well informed and “in the loop” so that everyone would feel part of the process. [ HISTORY
Many hands, hearts, prayers and dollars would be needed to complete the task at
hand.

After choosing John Cadman as architect on March 14, the Building Committee met again on March 17
and 21. They were hearing from representatives of various boards and committees of the church. These
groups had been given a “Program Requirements Questionnaire” to aid them in assessing needs
regarding space and equipment for the areas of their responsibility. There was a report from the Deacons
and Deaconesses on what they would like to see considered in the plan for the sanctuary. They listed
fifteen suggestions. As I look around our sanctuary in 2015, [ can see that most of their recommendations
were taken! The Board of Christian Education stated in its report that they were estimating attendance of
640 to 680 in Sunday School by the year 1975. (Keep in mind that at the time of the fire the Sunday
School averaged over 300 children per Sunday). There was a lot of building in Vernon at the time and
churches were growing. While this was the optimistic report of the CE Board, the Building Committee
was not inclined to build quite to the level suggested. One building committee member stated “We should
build for our present needs now and add a couple more classrooms for further expansion, rather than
build for the attendance that is expected in ten years.” Another group that “thought big” was the Music
Committee. Their suggestion was seating capacity for a sixty-member senior choir and a thirty-member
junior choir. This was trimmed to seating for a thirty-member senior choir. The Music Committee
suggested that the Choir Room be upstairs where it is currently located. They also thought that it could be
a “multi-use” room, as the choir would only use it twice a week. Reports came also from the Trustees,
Women'’s Fellowship (concerning the kitchen) and the Historian. As you can see, the Building Committee
was doing their best to gather information, allowing all to be heard while keeping costs in mind.

Speaking of costs, the Building Fund Committee was also meeting frequently in March 1965. The
canvass campaign, as of the March 11 meeting, was reported to have raised $167,340 in pledges to the
Building Fund. Of the 384 pledging units that had been identified, 304 had pledged. The professional
fundraiser, Mr. Greenlaw, presented his report, received the committee’s thanks and was dismissed. The
future work of the committee would be:

“1. Make sure that the canvass is completed properly.

2. Continually canvass people brought into the church in the next three years.

3. Consider appeals that we might make in the future.

4. Consider type of financing we will need to complete the building of this new church.

5. Whatever follow up is necessary to get the 92-95 percent on collections.”

At two more March meetings of the Building Fund Committee, financing the new church began to be
discussed at length. For instance, it was recommended by the Finance Committee that the church’s
annual budget could not take much more than $5000 per year repayment on a mortgage. They talked
about church bonds and loans from insurance companies and banks. They needed more information from
the Building Committee before proceeding further. They wanted an idea of how long the actual
construction would take. They decided to establish some Building Fund subcommittees such as
Conservation (follow up of pledges), Additional Financing, Outside Solicitation and Outreach.
